pring.....I can smell it in the
air. Irises, crocuses and daffodils
are all emerging from their
winter dormancy. The rains have
begun to exhibit a different
quality about them now. This is
always such a tricky time of year.
We are firmly stuck between two
seasons and each day could bring
either a cold, rainy winter-like
day or a sunny, warm spring-like
day. This Schizophrenic weather
can drive a person mad or it can
keep us on our toes and prepared
for anything.

| see parallels between this
“interseason” we are in and
where our school feels to be
today. It feels to me that our
school is in a time between a
winter dormancy and spring
growth. Some signs pointing to
rebirth, opportunity and growth
while other signs suggesting
continued, quiet rebuilding. And
just as the weather, it could feel
either maddening or exciting.
But Spring is certainly in the air
and | can feel it.

It seems to me that our school is
steadily making progress toward
some financial stability and we
must continue to move in this
direction. Given the number of
classes and programs we offer the
key is to increase our enrollment
to a sustainable level.

We ended the 2008-2009 school
year with approximately 119
students at the school. We lost
approximately 24 students over
the summer due to a variety of

reasons from financial burden s
to moving (many times due,
again to economic issues) to
unhappiness with the school.
We hired Juliana Bruno as
enrollment coordinator in April
of 2009 which has had a
significant impact on our ability
to recruit new families and hold
them through the admissions
and enrollment process.
Because of this strong work we
gained 32 new families by
September and began this
school year with 125 students.
Since September we've gained
another four families and 5
students. Equally important is
that we have experienced any
attrition this school year
(compared to last year when we
lost approximately 6 students
from September to June), which
is remarkable considering the
challenging economic conditions
of our country.

Ultimately we do need to
continue to increase our
enrollment in order to be a
vibrant and sustainable school.

We can do several things to

n the Second Grade, the
students have been hearing many
stories that balance the higher
and lower potentiality of the
human being. The legends of the
Saints (evolved human beings)
have been juxtaposed with the
not-so-evolved characters of
Aesop's Fables. The "moral” of
the story is never told, the
children arrive to their own
conclusions in the discussions we
have as a class. It is far more
meaningful for the children when
they are the ones to form their
opinions from the content of the
story, than to have an adult tell
them what the story means. The
role of the teacher in these
discussions is to draw the innate
moral knowing out of the class by
asking questions rather than
giving answers.

Our math blocks have been
delivered through the stories of
Fox Boy; a Native American
based story that follows a young
boy growing up and overcoming
his temper and infantile ways to
become a useful member of his
society. He has many adventures
on the journey his family takes to
visit relatives on the Coast. As
they travel, he gains patience,
maturity, hunting skills, and
conveniently...math skills! Fox
Boy gains his knowledge of the

multiplication tables by visits
from totem animals: he acquires
his shields of power when each
table is mastered. At this point,
Fox Boy has just paid a visit to
the Salmon 8-fin, where his 8
table was learned. In the Spring,
the class will begin to acquire
their own shields as individuals.

The Second Grade has been
finding their own saintly side by
working in service to others.
Weekly, we find ways to help the
school by sweeping, cleaning
doorknobs, and picking up trash
on the playground. We have also
been finding ways to help the
larger community as well, and
our Service project to help Linn
County Animal Rescue was very
successful. Thank you for your
support by purchasing the
ornaments we had for sale at the
Winter Light Faire! Our gift to
the rescue was warmly received
and greatly appreciated. We will
expand our service work in
different ways through out the
year, as well as continuing our
work with LCAR by volunteering
and fundraising.

Last week, we were able to visit
LCAR on a field trip to see the
horses and help in the barn.
Interestingly, the timing was
such that we witnessed the
largest group of seized horses in
LCAR's history. It was not in the
original plan to see so many
emaciated, miserable horses.
When the date was set for the
field trip, the idea was for the
children to see a few thin ones,

& and mostly fat rehabilitated

horses. It was a bit shocking at
first, and for our sensitive ¢ lass it
was sobering. They were deeply

touched and galvanized to
help!

The children were able to
groom two of the new rescues:
two little miniature horses. It
was the sweetest thing to see
the ponies surrounded by
eager 2nd graders. The ponies
stood still, and enjoyed the
attention to the full.

Some of the children also took
turns cleaning the stall of the
weakest mare of the group.
She stood patiently accepting
gentle grooming from some
students, while others
vigorously piled the
wheelbarrow high! There was
so much desire to help from
the class, that had there been
more pitch forks and
wheelbarrows, the entire barn
would have been clean in half
and hour!

Working with this group of
sweet and enthusiastic
students has been a great joy.
The Second Grade has been
having a wonderful year so far,
gaining new skills and
solidifying the foundation
