Fact sheet for Zones or Clubs Organising a Prince Philip Games prelim competition

1. Introduction
1.1 Prince Philip Mounted Games (PPMG) prelim events are competitions designed with the purpose to prepare riders for the PPMG qualifying events. Teams compete as per the PPMG rulebook. The top six teams in each age group are awarded a placing ribbon for attending the competition. The competition usually lasts 3-4 hours.

1.2 Each Zone is encouraged to hold an annual prelim competition at a central and suitable ground for the benefit of PPMG within their zone. 

1.2.1 Part of the PPMG subcommittee role is to aid zones and clubs in running Prelim events.

1.2.2 Prelim competitions are not necessarily limited to members within their own zone, entrants at the organisers discretion can be accepted from all zones.

2. Selecting and preparing a suitable venue including organizing equipment

2.1 Ideally a zone would consider a ground that is relatively flat and has cleared area of approximately 100m x 75m (80m x 60m is the minimum size accepted) 

2.2 The arena markings are available in the PPMG rule book; it is advisable that at least 2 hours is put aside to set up the arena (excluding arena fencing if required).

2.2.1 The arena can be marked out with spray paint or flour. A line marker is available from PCAWA for use with certain spray paint and this can be requested with the games trailer. 

2.2.2 The Chief Steward will be able to assist you in regards to the correct placement of the equipment

2.2.3 It is advisable for 6 helpers to be allocated to arena set up.

2.3 The games equipment is available to hire from PCAWA at a cost of $100, it is contained in a 6 x 4 lockable trailer. It is the responsibility of the organisers to arrange the transport of the trailer to the event and back again.

2.3.1 
Organisers will need to liaise with the PCAWA office to book and collect the games Trailer. As the trailer is booked out on a first in first served basis it is encouraged that you organise your dates early.

3. Officials, Stewards and helpers

3.1 The event needs to be stewarded by an accredited Chief Steward (CS). The PPMG subcommittee will allocate a CS to your event. The PPMG Sub Committee will need reasonable notice to arrange a CS.

3.1.1 The CS can request fuel money at 50 cents per km travelled. If your event requires it you will also need to organise accommodation for the CS.

3.2 Each lane will require 2 accredited line stewards. Accreditation for line stewards can be done prior to the event if organised with the CS.

Organisers will need to allocate a marshal and 6 arena members to assist the CS in coordinating the day.

4. Costs and pricing of the Event plus additional advertisement
4.1 The costs that need to be considered are;

4.1.1 Arena hire which is usually labelled ground fee (assume $5 per rider for the day)

4.1.2 CS fees assume 50 cents per km from Perth

4.1.3 Games Trailer $100, assuming 4 teams participate $5 per rider, assuming 8 teams participate $2.50 per rider.

4.1.4 Ribbons/Rosettes assume $3 per rider (this will need to be estimated as entries close usually after you order ribbons)

4.2 As an indication it is usually priced at $10 per rider + ground fee at a metropolitan event

4.3 The PCAWA advertise all events in their calendar, to maximize this resource it is best to have dates organised at the start of the year. The office also sends out email blasts, you can request the office to send an email blast of your prelim event. 

Both the PCAWA office and the PPMG subcommittee are available to assist in all aspects of your competition so please feel free to contact either at any stage.

The guidelines above are to be used in conjunction with normal policies of running events in your area, it does not take into account ground facilities for horses, spectators or riders and it does not include the necessary risk assessment such as emergency procedures if required.
